UNITED STATES ENVIRONMENTAL PROTECTION AGENCY ACESS AGREEMENT
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April 2nd, 2026

Dear Owner:

Bunting Bearings and the Fulton County Land Reutilization Corporation (Land Bank) along with its contractor are preparing to sample soil in residential yards and surface areas for lead. Bunting Bearings and the Land Bank began demolishing Buildings 1 and 2 on the Bunting Bearings property during the week of November 10, 2025.  While collecting routine air monitoring samples on December 16, 2025, the Ohio Environmental Protection Agency (Ohio EPA) noticed a significant amount of dust settling on monitoring equipment while demolition work at the facility was occurring. Dust sampling results showed lead concentrations ranging from three to five times the federal safety standard in November and December 2025. This prompted an investigation of the demolition activity. Based on their findings, Ohio EPA issued a Director’s Final Findings and Orders (DFFO) to Bunting Bearings and the Land Bank to further investigate the lead dust findings including development of a sampling and analysis plan for lead dust on surfaces and in soil. Areas recommended for sampling include nearby neighborhoods, businesses, a trailer park, the school buildings and playground north of the facility.

If necessary to protect human health and the environment, Bunting Bearings and the Land Bank will remove contaminated soil and replace it with clean soil. Your property is located within Ohio EPA’s Area of Concern (AOC) (see figure attached) and on the list of properties to be tested.

Before we begin sampling, we need your written permission to sample soil and surfaces, and if necessary, remove contaminated soil and clean surfaces. This work is being done to safeguard your health and safety and will be conducted at NO COST to you. An access agreement is attached to this letter that gives permission to the Bunting Bearings and Land Bank project team to enter your property, take soil and wipe samples, remove soil, and replace contaminated soil with clean soil, if necessary to protect your health.

During sampling, the team’s contractor will collect 3 to 10 discrete soil samples from the top 5/8 inches of your lawn. The samples will be collected at least 2 feet away from each other if possible and will then be tested for lead. Grass and soil disturbed during the sampling will be replaced, and care will be taken to restore your yard. Wipe samples from surface areas of items such as benches, tables, exterior window sills, playground equipment, or patio floors will also be collected and tested for lead.

If lead levels in the wipe and/or soil samples are above federal and/or state standards listed in the Ohio EPA’s DFFO, soil removal or surface cleanup would take place about six months after sampling. As part of the cleanup, we will:
· Meet with you to go over the plans for the cleanup
· Document the condition of your house and any other buildings
· Take an inventory of existing features (for example, decks, patios, and landscaping)
· Clean surface areas
· Dig up and remove contaminated soil
· Restore disturbed areas with clean soil
· Reseed or sod disturbed areas






What you can do to reduce your risk before sampling or cleanup:

Although we will not know the levels of lead in your soil or surface areas until we complete the testing, to be cautious and minimize your exposure to soil or surface areas that may be contaminated with lead, there are things you can do. These include having children play on grassy areas in the yard instead of playing in bare dirt; washing your hands and the hands of any children regularly – especially after coming inside and before eating; and wiping shoes on an outdoor mat and leaving shoes by the door instead of wearing them inside is also very helpful.
What you need to do:

Please sign the enclosed access agreement and return the signed agreement using the enclosed self-addressed, stamped envelope by April 17th, 2026.
· To send by regular mail: Return the form in the enclosed self-addressed, stamped envelope.

The property OWNER must sign the access agreement – not the tenant. You can expect sampling to occur sometime between April 20th and May 1st, 2026. Sampling will NOT occur until the signed access agreement is received. You have the option to “opt” out of the sampling. You do NOT need to be home during the sampling. If the tenant received this, please contact MVPO and provide the legal owner’s information. The legal owner must sign the enclosed access agreement, not the tenant. If the Owner received this, please share the information with your tenant. The tenant is not required to sign. 
Even if you do NOT want your yard sampled, please fill out the form and send it back to MVPO by April 17th. 
You will get your test results about 2 months after the sampling is completed.
