1. Build additional earthen road embankment in various locations to provide adequate shoulders
for proposed widening.

2. Widen the existing road to 26' by removing existing stone and earthen material along the edge
of pavement, in various locations, and replacing it with 6" of 304 aggregate base and 6" of
Asphaltic Concrete Base (301)

3. Overlay the entire road with a total of 2 inches of Asphaltic Concrete Intermediate and Surface
Course (441)

4. Adjust sanitary manholes to accommodate pavement widening.

5. Perform final restoration work and seed disturbed earth areas.

6. Install all pertinent road markings including center-line.
