Bier Road TR #97 is a Local Road that carries a verified traffic volume of 341 vehicles per
day. The facility is a through road that connects SR-19 to several north and south, county and
township roads in Carroll Township. The road services both residential and agricultural properties
and as such traffic is composed largely of passenger vehicles and farm machinery. Improvements
are proposed for the portion of road between Toussaint-Portage Road TR #92 and SR-19, an

approximate distance of 1 mile.

Work proposed for the project will include pavement edge base repairs, an asphalt concrete
overlay to provide a new wearing surface, and compacted aggregate berm placement to provide a
safe shoulder for vehicular wheels that may temporarily leave the pavement surface. Edge repairs
will consist of partial removal of the existing pavement on the outside of the travel lanes which will
be replaced with base asphalt to provide a stable pavement base. When base repairs are complete, a
leveling course of asphalt will be placed to provide a consistent profile and cross slope on the road.
A surface course of asphalt will then be placed to finish the pavement improvements. Stone berm

approximately 1.5” in width will be placed on both sides of the road to complete the project.

Only infrastructure that is village- or township- owned is eligible for assistance. The following
policies have been adopted by the Small Government Commission:

eDistrict Integrating Committees may submit up to seven (7) applications for consideration by the
Commission. All 7 must be ranked, however, only the top five (5) will be scored. The remaining two
(2) will be held as contingency projects should an application be withdrawn.

eGrants are limited to $500,000. Any assistance above that amount must be in the form of a loan.
eGrants for new or expanded infrastructure cannot exceed 50% ofthe project estimate.

e The Commission may deny funding for water and sewer systems that are deemed to be more



cost-effective if regionalized.

e]f a water or sewer project is determined to be affordable, the project will be offered a loan rather than
a grant. Pay special attention to the Water & Wastewater Affordability Supplemental and the Small
Government Water & Wastewater Affordability Calculation Worksheet. Both are available on
the Small Government Program Tab at http://www.pwe.state.oh.us/SmallGovernment.html

eShould there be more projects that meet the “annual score” than there is funding, the tie breaker is
those projects which scored highest under Health & Safety, with the second tie breaker being
Condition.

Important information may include, but is not limited to: age of infrastructure,
traffic counts or utility users, median income information, user rates ordinances, and the Auditor’s
Certificate of Estimated Revenues or documentation from the Auditor of State that subdivision is in a
state of fiscal emergency.
