3.4 Community Reinvestmet Areas

The Ohio Community Reinvestment Area (CRA) Progratilized by municipal and county
government as an economic development tool for renovation or construction of properties
through tax incentive$or property ownes. The establishment of a CRAOgram requires a
petition to the Ohio Development Services Agency (OBiA)decliningneighborhoodwith
lower rates of housing investmeftit

Fulton County CRAs are located in Archbold, Delta, Metamora, Swaksuseon and York
TownshipEach CRA utigzl in these areas is based upon the{1@94 abatement standards,
whichstates that real property abatements must be 100%. Thel@@4 CRAs were established

Functional classification is the process byiakih
streets and highways are grouped into classes, or

systems, according to thgpe of traffic service they provide. There are three highway
functional classificationsArterial, collectorandlocal roads. All streets and highways are
grouped into one othese classes, depending on the character of traffic (i.e., local or long
distance) and the degree of land access they allow. These classifications are described as
follows:
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x Arterial: Provideghe highest level of service at the greatest speed for thegyést
uninterrupted distance, with some degree of access control.

x Collector Provides a less highly developed level of service at a lower speed for shorter

distances by collecting traffic froradal roads and connecting them with arterials
x Local Consiss of all roads not defined as arterials or collectors; primarily provides
access to land with little or no through moveméht
