The proposed project is located along Concord Avenue, adjacent to the Wastewater Treatment Plant.

The Village has determined that, due to chalking, delamination, and deterioration it would be
most beneficial to remove the existing exterior coatings to near white steel, re-prime, and apply a
new, 2 coat, finish. Due to the close proximity of residential and commercial properties to the tank
site, full containment of the tank will be required for the exterior work. The existing concrete base
of the tank has experienced extensive deterioration which resulted in the issuance of a Notice of
Violation by OhioEPA. A copy of this Notice of Violation along with the completed design for
structural repair of the base is included herewith for reference.

fil\N ORDINANCE AUTHORIZING THE VILLAGE ADMINISTRATOR TO
PREPARE AND SUBMIT AN APPLICATION TO PARTICIPATE IN THE OHIO
PUBLIC WORKS COMMISSION (OPWC) STATE CAPITAL IMPROVEMENT
AND/OR LOCAL TRANSPORTATION IMPROVEMENT PROGRAM(S) AND TO
EXECUTE CONTRACTS AS REQUIRED, AND DECLARING AN EMERGENCY.

\IFVHEREAS, the State Capital Improvement Program and the Local Transportation
Improvement Program both provide financial assistance to political subdivisions for capital
improveTxents to public infrastructure, and

\éVHEREAS, the Village of Put-in-Bay is planning to make capital improvements to the Water
System Elevated Water Storage Tank including, but not limited to, concrete base repair, interior and
exterior coatings, safety railings, access hatch repair, and other rehabilitation related improvements,
and

WHEREAS, the infrastructure improvement above described is considered to be a priority need
for the community and is a qualified project under the OPWC programs.

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED, by the Council of the Village of Put-in-Bay, Ottawa
County, Ohio:

Section 1. The Village Administrator is hereby authorized and directed to apply to the OPWC
for fundsito rehabilitate the Elevated Water Storage Tank as described above.

Sgction 2. The Village Administrator is further authorized and directed to enter into such
agreements as may be necessary and appropriate for obtaining this financial assistance.

Section 3. This Council finds and determines that all formal actions of this Council concerning
and relating to the passage of this Ordinance, were taken in an open meeting of this Council, and that
all deliberations of this Council and of any Committees that resulted in these formal actions were in
meetings open to the public in compliance with the law.

Section 4. This Ordinance is declared to be an emergency measure necessary for the immediate

for filing ‘the funding application. Wherefore, this Ordinance shall be in full force and effect
immediatc:ly upon its passage and approval by the Mayor.
