The proposed project is located along Clinton Street from the Water Treatment Plant to Rice Street and Rice
Street from Clinton Street to Merle Harder Boulevard.

The project consists of constructing approximately 2,715 feet of 12-inch water transmission main
from the existing Water Treatment Plant and extending east on Clinton Street and Rice Street to
connect to the proposed Ottawa County Regional Water (OCRW) Distribution System at Rice
Street and Merle Harder Blvd within EImore Corporation Limits. The proposed water supply
extension, to be constructed by OCRW as a separate project, will begin at the Harris Township
water tower (located adjacent to Materion) and extend west to the Rice St/Merle Harder Blvd
intersection in the Village. The Village’s portion of the project includes a pressure reducing valve,
gate valves, fire hydrants, pavement repair, restoration, and all necessary appurtenances. The
project will result in the abandonment of the Village owned groundwater wells and water
treatment facilities which have exceeded their useful life.

AN ORDINANCE TO ADJUST WATER AND SEWER RATES TO MEET
INCREASING EXPENSES, TO PAY FOR NECESSARY FUTURE CAPITAL
IMPROVEMENTS, AND TO PAY TO KEEP VILLAGE WATER SYSTEMS IN
COMPLIANCE WITH THE LATEST GOVERNMENTAL REGULATIONS;
AND DECLARING AN EMERGENCY.

WHEREAS, the costs of providing potable water and wastewater treatment is increasing,

and revenues have not increased to meet those costs; and

WHEREAS, capital improvements will be necessary to replace current infrastructure, to

meet new regulatory demands, and to keep abreast of Village needs,
NOW, THEREFORE, be it ordained by the Council of the Village of Elmore, Ohio:

SECTION 1. The cost charged for water (WA) and sewer (SW) is increased by three
percent (3%) per year for three (3) years. Each increase shall be calculated by using the

previous year’s cost as the base rate.

SECTION 2. This Ordinance is hereby declared to be an emergency measure necessary
for the immediate preservation of the public health and safety to immediately provide
more funds to properly treat Village drinking water and its wastewater; therefore, this

Ordinance shall take effect immediately.

SECTION 3. That it is found and determined that all formal actions of this Council
concerning and relating to the adoption of this Ordinance were adopted in an open
meeting of this Council, and that all deliberations of this Council and of any of its

committees that resulted in such formal action, were in meetings open to the public, in



compliance with all legal requirements including Section 121.22 of the Ohio Revised

Code.
